Frequently Asked Questions

Do multi-grade classrooms really work?

Research supports the use of multi-grade classrooms. Just Google it! Evidence indicates that being a student in a multi-grade classroom does not hurt the child academically or socially. In fact, we notice that our students build confidence and concept knowledge as they help each other in the classroom and listen in on another grade’s class.

Do you have all-day Kindergarten?

Beginning in the 2010-2011 school year, parents will be able to choose half-day or full-day Kindergarten. The afternoon program carries an additional nominal cost. 
You don’t have speech therapists, reading specialists, psychologists, etc. on staff. What if my child needs those services?

As a school in the Mishicot school district, our students are just as entitled to those services as students in the public schools. The district makes all those services (and more) available to us at no cost.

Is busing available? 

Busing is available to every family living in the Mishicot school district. A bus even comes at 11:00 when 4K and 5K dismiss.

What does your religious instruction include?

All students receive religious instruction including Bible history and confirmation instruction at least 3 times/week. All students also attend a brief chapel worship service each Wednesday morning, let by Pastor Johannes or Mr. Wendt. Every family is encouraged to make weekend church attendance part of their family routine. Students also learn and recite Bible passages, hymn stanzas, Catechism sections, etc. as part of our religion curriculum. This memorization of God’s Word is valuable for our students to rely on as they face difficulties and joys in every day life.
